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Records of Black-crowned Night Heron, Little Egret and Grey
Heron nesting on the ground

I found Black-crowned Night Heron Nycticorax nycticorax, Little Egret Egretta garzetta
and Grey Heron Ardea cinerea nesting on the ground in a reed bed at Hitojima in Tabuse
-cho, Kumage-gun, Yamaguchi Prefecture in 1999. The total number of nests was 120
on 27 May 1999, of which 65 were Black-crowned Night Heron, 52 were Little Egret, and
one was of Grey Heron This is the first record in Japan of Little Egret nesting on the
ground and is also unusual for Black-crowned Night Heron and Grey Heron in Japan.
This is also the first record of nesting on the ground for these three species in Yamaguchi
Prefecture.
