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A record of the Lesser Yellowlegs at Tokyo Port Wild Bird Park

A Lesser Yellowlegs Tringa flavipes was observed at Tokyo Port Wild Bird Park (136°
4'N, 35°35°E), Tokyo, on 11 and 14 September 1999. Identification of the species
depended mainly on its bright yellow legs, and the squarish white patch on the rump, as
well as being of a similar size to Marsh Sandpiper 7. stagnatilis and appearing to have
longer legs than Wood Sandpiper T. glareola, length and shape of bill and voice. The bird
was identified as a juvenile by its mantle, scapulars and tertials. This is the first
observation record reported in Japan.
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
